GLASS - O WEEK

Clear, green and brown containers

Rinse clean

Labels may stay on

No light bulbs, window glass, dishes, glasses
No Pyrex or other glass items

METAL - O WEEK
Deposit & non-deposit beverage cans
Steel and aluminum food cans
Rinse clean. Labels may stay on
No paint or aerosol cans
No pots, pans or other metal items
No aluminum foil

Unacceptable Materials as Trash:
Massachusetts and Federal Regulations prohibit certain
items from being disposed of as trash. Cardboard and
Recyclable Paper, Glass, Metal, Plastic Food Containers,
Tires and Auto Batteries, Auto Fluids, Scrap Metal, Pro-
pane Tanks or Gas Cylinders; White Goods, Refrigerators,
Air Conditioners, Dehumidifiers, Freezers, Computers,
Televisions, Fluorescent Light Bulbs, Mercury Products,
Leaves & Yard Waste, Liquids, Paint & Paint Products,
Hazardous Waste, Medical Waste, Asbestos. (Not allowed
at landfills, therefore, not allowed in regular trash.)

PLASTIC - O WEEK

Plastic Food & Beverage
Containers labeled #1 - #7
No Foam Trays or Cups
No Styrofoam

No Pool Covers

No plastic bags

Rinse Clean

Keep the area around your container and

path to the container clear.

Do not park cars near the container.

There will be a charge to return, if container is
blocked or inaccessible.

Please remove snow for container accessibility.

Trash must be out by 7A.M.
There will be a charge to send the driver back, if the trash was not out when the driver went by.
All rubbish must be bagged: 8-30 gallon bags or 16 - 13 gallon bags is the limit.
Additional bags will be picked up and billed at the rate of $2.00 per bag.
For safety reasons the maximum weight limit is 50 Ibs. Per bag or barrel. No construction material is accepted.
Due to safety requirements, drivers will pick up one side of each street at a time.
